
The Annual Meeting was held 

on January 30, 2010. 25 Home-

owners were in attendance and 

6 proxies were received, meet-

ing the 10% Quorum require-

ment. The 2009 minutes were 

read and a motion was made 

and seconded to approve the 

minutes as read and the motion 

was subsequently approved. 

The Treasurer presented an 

overview of the 2009 Annual 

Budget: Budgetñ$10,890, 

Receiptsñ$11,333.90, Expen-

dituresñ$5705.03. The expen-

diture reductions resulted pri-

mary from savings due to com-

petitive bidding for services, 

consolidation of insurance 

coverage, financial reviews and 

reduction of legal activity fees. 

As of December 31, 2009. the 

operating balance was $920.33 

and the reserve account was 

$12,401.52. The 2010 Annual 

Budget is $11,520. A motion 

was made, seconded and ap-

proved to accept the Treas-

urerõs Report. The President 

presented an overview for 

2009  including the Boardõs 

accomplishments.  The Chair 

of the Architectural Control 

Committee presented an over-

view of 2009 of the Commit-

teeõs activities.  Discussion and 

a motion ensued regarding 

amending the Bylaws to au-

thorize a fifth board member. 

The  motion was voted down 

by an 18 to 12  vote. The 

Nominating Committee pre-

sented  a list of   four candi-

dates for the 2010 Board. 3 

vacancies needed to be filled. A 

vote ensued and the three can-

didates with the most votes 

were appointed to the Board: 

Carlene Boyd, Delton Robin-

son and Mary Wilson. A home-

owner requested assistance 

from the Board regarding 

drainage issues on his lot. The 

issue was referred to the Archi-

tectural Control Committee for 

follow up. Last order of busi-

ness prior to adjournment was 

consideration of adequacy of 

reserves. Given that the cur-

rent reserve of $13,321.85 ex-

ceeded the 2010 budget of 

$11,520, it was deemed that the 

reserve total was adequate
